Cause and Effect

Cause and effect demonstrates how a given problem leads to effects which are detrimental or how the causes of a problem need to be addressed. In either case, the writer sets up a logical relationship based in causality as a key part of the argument, using other forms of proof to support their analysis of causes or effects.  Essentially you are illustrating how one thing leads to another, what is called a causal relationship.  You can do this by providing evidence of things which will occur.  Also, within the look to the future conclusion, authors might predict that certain events will lead to something happening.
