Independent Novel Multigenre Thematic Research Project Point value 200 

The purpose of this assignment will be to create a project which reflects the key themes within your novel.  You will write 4 genre pieces and create 3 visual pieces which reflect your reaction to the novel as well as a key theme/issue within the novel.  Pieces may be written from your perspective, a character’s perspective, an object or symbols perspective, a figure mentioned in the novel.  These should explore thematic, personal, psychological, historical, social aspects of the novel.  You may select any angle that you choose.

Question/theme/issue based on your novel due by the end of the period on Tuesday,  March 7th
Work in progress check:  —you should have drafts of at least two of your genres by this time.  Friday, March 22nd
Final project, Friday, March 29th
The Assignment: 
Select a question/issue/theme—which is raised in your independent novel (see below for examples).  
Write at least four different genre pieces related to this topic in your project (see samples of genre pieces from below). You should have five direct quotes included from your novel spread out throughout the minimum of four genre pieces.  
Incorporate at least three visual images within your paper.  See below for ideas.

Cover Page (Your name, the teachers name, the title of your project, the title of the book on which it is based, the author’s name, and the date)


Page 2: Table of Contents—list of the products in your project

Page 3: Preface, short explanation of your project and why you include each piece as well as what your theme is and why you were interested in this theme
Pages 4 plus: Multigenre project—4 genres, with five quotes from the novel interspersed

Pages 4 plus 3 visual images can be interspersed throughout

Written sub-genres:  These are some of the possibilities.  You may select others but see me before doing so.  These should come from Groups 1, 4, 5, 6.  You can have more than one or even all of them come from the same group.
Visuals  These should come from groups 2 and 3.
