Mock Trial for Macbeth:  
Macbeth, Lady Macbeth, and the witches may or may not be  responsible for the deaths of one or more of the characters in the play. Your group is to put on a defense or prosecution of the actions of one of the characters in the play.  The prosecution presents their case first.

Group Responsibilities

· Present opening and closing arguments.  

· Prepare 2-3 pieces of evidence drawn from the play (artifacts, documents, tools, etc.).

· Prepare and deliver up to 3 witness testimonies.  Cross examine witness from the other side. 

· Present a witness list and items of evidence to the opposition one day prior to the trial.

· Each group will have 20 minutes to deliver its case. Each group may ask 3 questions of each witness from the other side. 

· Serve as judge, bailiff, or jurors for the other trial.
